includes the following new features.

Presenter Mode

Presenter mode frames the main speaker in your meeting room and follows the speaker when the
speaker moves. For example, you can enable presenter mode for speeches or training in a large meeting
room. The camera zooms in to capture both the presenter and the screen content behind the presenter,

and follows the presenter's movement.
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To enable presenter mode, go to Admin Settings > Lab Feature > Presenter Mode in the Polycom
Companion app.

Note: You can only enable one mode at a time.

Poly Studio follows the USB-IF standard and is compatible with both USB 2.0 and USB 3.0.

System Constraints and Limitations

This section provides information on constraints and limitations when using Poly Studio 1.3.0.

Bluetooth

Poly Studio only supports one Bluetooth connection at a time.

Aligned Audio and Video Source of Applications

Poly Studio doesn’t support mixed types of audio and video input like a PC microphone with Poly Studio
video. If you connect the Poly Studio USB video bar to a computer over USB and Bluetooth at the same
time, make sure that your application uses both audio and video input from Poly Studio over USB.

HID Control

Poly Studio only gets full control of software clients that support a standard human interface device (HID)
protocol, such as Microsoft Skype for Business. For other clients, your remote control only changes the
behaviors of your Poly Studio USB video bar without syncing the status to the software.

The following are examples of this behavior:

e When you set the Poly Studio USB video bar as the audio and video device for Poly
RealPresence Desktop, you can’t answer or hang up a call using the remote control.

e When you press Mute or Unmute on the remote control, only the Poly Studio USB video bar
mutes or unmutes, and the red LED bar changes color accordingly. Although the far-end can'’t
hear any audio, you must click the Mute or Unmute button on the software client to indicate to
the other call participants that you muted or unmuted your audio.
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Security

If you use a certificate chain for authentication, the EAP-TLS connection with wireless networks fails.

Anti-Flicker Feature

You must manually set the camera anti-flicker settings in Polycom Companion to correct the value based
on different country locations. To update these settings, open Polycom Companion and go to Settings >
Camera Control > Camera Advanced Settings > PowerLine Frequency (Anti Flicker).

4K Video

Poly Studio supports 4K video, but the functionality depends on the software client and monitor you use.
For example, if you use a USB 3.0 cable and the Windows 10 Camera app, you can get a 4K preview.

UVC Driver for H.264 Streaming

When you use a USB 2.0 cable, the 2K or 4K video resolution requires H.264 support. You can download
and install the UVC 1.5 driver from Poly Online Support Center to enable H.264 streaming.

Video Color Limitation

Color reproduction accuracy can vary based upon environmental conditions and camera sensor
capabilities.

Description

Sometimes the far end may hear noises when no
one is talking due to a Poly NoiseBlock issue.

When Stereo mode is off and the far end shares
stereo music in a call, you may hear the music cut
out or the volume may change.

When you stream music via Bluetooth, it takes a
long time to wake the remote control.

The Bluetooth connection between Poly Studio and
a Mac may automatically disconnect when you use
a 2.4 GHz Wi-Fi network.

If your Poly Studio fails to connect to a new Wi-Fi
network because of incorrect settings or connects
to a new Wi-Fi network and then forgets it, Poly
Studio may fail to auto-connect to an available Wi-
Fi network you previously saved.

It takes 1 to 3 seconds to wake up the remote
control.

When you press the pan left or pan right buttons on
the Polycom Companion app interface and then
use the remote control to pan left or right, the
camera doesn’t move in the direction you indicate
from the remote control.

Speaker tracking is insensitive in an ultrasonic
environment.

When video is active, the Update from Local File
button disappeared from the Polycom Companion

app.

Sometimes upgrading with local files from the
Polycom Companion app fails.

Workaround

Mute your device when
you aren’t speaking.

Enable Stereo mode in
Poly Companion.

Pause the music before
waking up the remote
control.

Connect to a 5 GHz Wi-Fi
network.

Manually connect again.

None.

Don’t use the pan left or
pan right buttons on the
Polycom Companion app
to adjust the camera
direction. Use only the
remote control to move
the camera.

None.

Restart the Polycom
Companion app.

Retry the upgrade.
